Several features are in place in the CBT environment designed to help candidates navigate through the
test. Some of these features are outlined below:

e Atutorial prior to the test describes how to navigate the testing environment
e “General Directions” page indicates how much time is allocated for the whole test. The

following notifications appear in the upper right-hand corner of the screen throughout the
duration of testing session:

o “Time remaining” warning

o Item count (humber of current item, out of total number of items)
o “Flag for review” button (allows candidates to flag items for future review)
